To configure the system, connect a serial cable to a COM port on a PC or notebook
computer and to RJ45 type of serial port of the Managed PoE Switch.

3.2 Configuring IP Address
The Managed PoE Switch is shipped with default IP address shown below.

IP Address: 192.168.0.100
Subnet Mask: 255.255.255.0

To check the current IP address or modify a new IP address for the Switch, please
use the procedure as follows:

® Show the current IP Address
1. At the “#” prompt, enter “show ip interface brief”.

2. The screen displays the current IP address as shown in Figure 3-6.

If the IP is successfully configured, the Managed PoE Switch will apply the new IP
address setting immediately. You can access the Web interface of the Managed PoE
Switch through the new IP address.

3.3 Storing Current Switch Configuration

In the Managed PoE Switch, the running configuration sequence running-config
can be saved from the RAM to FLASH by “copy” command, so that the running
configuration sequence becomes the start-up configuration file, which is called
configuration save.

At the “#"” prompt, enter the following command and press <Enter>.

4. Starting Web Management

The following shows how to start up the Web Management of the Managed PoE
Switch. Note the Managed PoE Switch is configured through an Ethernet connection.
Please make sure the manager PC must be set to the same IP subnet address.

For example, the default IP address of the Managed PoE Switch is 192.168.0.100,
then the manager PC should be set to 192.168.0.x (where x is a number between
1 and 254, except 100), and the default subnet mask is 255.255.255.0.
