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5.2	 Wall Hanging Installation
To hang the Wall-mount Managed Switch on the wall, simply follow the following 
steps:

Step 1:	 Drill 2 holes (one hole on each side) with 8mm diameter on the wall; the 
distance between the 2 holes is 230 mm and the line through them must 
be horizontal.

Step 2:	 Place two anchors inside the board hole by hammering them. Then screw 
the two screws leaving a space of 2mm apart as shown in the circled 
diagram below.

of the MAC ID in lowercase), press the reset button on the front panel for 
about 10 seconds. After the device is rebooted, you can log in the Web interface 
management within the same subnet of 192.168.0.xx.
